Key Text: “We are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses” 
(Heb. 12:1) 
 

Key Thought: God is forever looking to call, equip and empower 
great heroes of the faith.

2) CALLED by God (cf. Rom. 8:30; 1 Pt. 2:9) 
3) They had great COURAGE: Manifested from their faith in God 

(not in self) (cf. Deut. 31:6; Josh. 1:9; 1 Cor. 16:13) 
4) They had a HEAVENLY focus (cf. Php. 3:20-21; Heb. 11:13-16; 

13:14) “... they were longing for a better country-- a 
heavenly one”) 

5) They lived lives of RIGHTEOUSNESS: Like Enoch, they “walked 
with God” (Gen. 5:23,24); not perfect, however (cf. Ps. 33:5; 
Pr. 15:9; Mt. 5:6) 

6) People of great INFLUENCE: Legacy of faith, courage, 
righteousness, faithfulness (cf. Num. 27:18; Heb. 12:1).  The 
mission of Elim Covenant is… Impact!!   

7) Rock solid FAITH (cf. Hab. 2:4; Heb. 11:1-2; 2 Cor. 5:7) 
“faith… is what the ancients were commended for” (Heb. 
11:1-2) 

8) FAITHFULNESS (cf. Josh. 24:14; Hab. 2:4; 1 Cor. 4:2) “faith 
without deeds is dead” (Ja. 2:26) 

9) OVERCOMERS of great adversity (cf. Rom. 8:37; 12:21; Rev. 
2:7)
